must be removed from the fairgrounds.  No unsound rabbits will be allowed. 
8. Exhibitors in this department must purchase an exhibitor ticket. 
9. This Junior Show is open to all 4-H rabbits and to all youth from 8 years of age and who have not become 19  years 

of age by January 1st, 2009.
